Requests
The proposal/request and all supporting documents must be:

e Submitted to the respective building Principal (45 days prior to the field trip) for
consideration of approval.

e The respective building Principal will submit the approved form to the
Superintendent (by the first Tuesday of the month, prior to the regular Board
meeting) for consideration of approval.

e The School Board will render the final decision, at their next regularly scheduled
meeting.

e Notification of the School Board’s decision will be sent to the person requesting
approval and along with their respective Principal.

Guidelines
1. Out-of-state and/or overnight field trips must have strong support from the building

principal, teachers, parent/guardians & students.
2. The proposal must include:
e A statement of assurance regarding liability insurance.
e Total number of school days missed.
¢ Financial information, including a breakdown of the estimated cost. Fundraising
drives to defray costs must be pre-approved by the Principal.
e List of all student attendee names.
e List of advisor/chaperone names.*
e An itinerary.
3. Following an extended out-of-state or overnight trip the instructor and students may be
requested to make a presentation before the School Board at a regularly scheduled
meeting.

*Chaperones
The proposal/request must include:

e The names and numbers of chaperones, (strongly encouraged) to include ineluding
both a male and female chaperone(s), if the proposal is for a mixed group of students
who are staying overnight.

e If the advisor/chaperone(s) are of the same gender, then the proposal/request must
include in the plan, the method for supervising students of the opposite gender (L.E.
utilizing chaperones from another School District, which is attending the same
event)-- see Policy #577 Out-of-State or Overnight Field Trips, for additional
requirements.

e [fthe School Board requires a third chaperone to accompany students on the trip (due
to gender) then the District will most likely cover the associated expenses (travel,
motels, meals, and other related miscellaneous expenses).
